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STEP 1
Look up the correct hydraulic oil type in the unit specific maintenance manual. All Terex Auger Drill 
Models (330, 650,800) use ISO 32 hydraulic oil.

Oil Specifications:

Follow the cold weather start procedure in the operator’s manual for specific 
instructions regarding cold weather starting procedures.

Consult the manufacturer’s recommendations for engine oil requirements. 
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Escaping fluid under pressure can penetrate skin causing serious injury. 

Relieve pressure before disconnecting hydraulic lines. Keep away from 
leaks and pin holes. Use a piece of cardboard or paper to search for leaks. 
DO NOT use your hand.
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STEP 2
Follow the unit specific maintenance manual for recommended filter, tank breather, and hydraulic oil 
change intervals.

SYMPTOMS OF INCORRECT OIL TYPE
•	 Increased noise from the pump
•	 Slow,, sluggish, or loss of performance

During cold weather:
•	 Inconsistent pressure adjustments 

During hot weather:
•	 Increase in oil leaks
•	 Increase in oil temperature

CONSEQUENCES OF INCORRECT OIL TYPE
•	 Decreased lifespan of pump
•	 Increased contamination passed through system components
•	 Scuffing of Hydrostatic Motor
