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STEP 2
Contact the Terex Utilities Technical Support 
Team at 1-844-Terex4U (1-844-837-3948) or 
utilities.service@terex.com to get the unit 
specific files to program the chassis controller. 
You will be required to provide a serial number. 
The three files provided for the unit will need to 
be copied onto an empty flash drive. 

STEP 1
The Terex Chassis Gen 2 Combo Controller will 
either be installed on the back wall of the cab or 
under the bench seat. 

STEP 3
Turn the ignition key to the ON position without 
starting the engine. This will turn the chassis 
controller ON without the engine running. 

Note: The Combo controller needs to see 12v 
input from the power lug on the side and also 
12v from ignition on the orange wire going into 
K1 on combo controller. If you have power on 
one and not the other the board will not turn on.

Note: Nothing on the switch panel needs to be 
turned on to program the controller.

STEP 4
Insert the flash drive into the USB slot in the 
chassis controller. Lights will flash rapidly while 
the program loads. When all LED lights are 
solid the program has been loaded successfully 
and the flash drive can be removed. If a fault 
light is blinking refer to Tech-tip 81. 

Figure 3 shows the lights during normal 
operation. Figure 4 show the lights when the 
program is loaded.
